Cans for the Community Results!  
     Hello everyone! Let's talk about our Cans for the Community service project. Firstly it was a great success 
for the NYE Alumni, thanks to the Alumni Executive Board for all your hard work on this service project. We 
had a great turnout and collected many tops, lids, bottles, and cans!  Thank you to everyone who participated.  
Secondly, as for those of you who might not know what this serve project is, I'll give a brief explanation.  
 
     Cans for the Community is a service project designated to collect as many tops, lids, bottles, and cans. The 
beauty company Aveda accepts the screw top lids and turns them into new lids and tops to keep them out of 
the waterways and to recycle the materials.  The Ronald McDonald House (OUTSTANDING!) collects pull-tabs 
and takes them to local recycling plants where the aluminum is then weighed and valued. The Ronald McDon-
ald House then receives money in exchange for the aluminum tabs.  We then asked that the cans and/or bot-
tles are recycled and the money collected is donated to a charity of choice. We suggested the Regional Food 
Bank of Northeastern New York as one option, but asked each participant to choose the organization they 
wanted to donate to.                                      .
